The flag is to be flown at major
military installations, national cemeteries, all post offices, VA medical facilities, the World War
Il Memorial, Korean War Veterans Memorial, the Vietnam Veterans Memorial, the official
offices of the secretaries of state, defense and veterans affairs, the director of the selective service
system and the White House.

China Archives Arrangement:

U.S. and Chinese officials signed a document in 2008 in Shanghai, China to formalize research in
Chinese archives on Korean War POW/MIA matters. Ambassador Charles A. Ray, Deputy
Assistant Secretary of Defense for POW/Missing Personnel Affairs, signed the arrangement with
Major General Qian Li Hua of the Chinese Ministry of National Defense. The arrangement
outlines expected cooperation between the U.S. and China in researching the archives, which may
shed light on Americans who were missing in action or held as prisoners of war in camps
managed by the Chinese.
